RELIGIONS OF THE WORLD

Buddhism

Buddhism is a religion that is
native to the continent of Asia.
While found primarily in Chi-
na, Korea, Japan, and Southeast
Asia, in recent decades, the Bud-
dhist faith has been growing in
popularity in the Western world.
Unlike many other religions,
Buddhism
does not center
around  belief
in God (or gods)
and does not 3
have an orga-
nized hierarchy.
The concept of
the divine is in-
stead replaced
by the study of
Karma, which §
consists of the
laws of cause
and effect. To
aid in this, Bud-
dhism stresses
the need for
mindfulness,
which is of-
ten  achieved
through medi-
tation. Mindfulness consists of
clearing one's mind and becom-
ing aware of and accepting ones
thoughts, feelings, etc. in order
to live in the present instead of
becoming anxious over the past
or future.

Buddhism, like other religions,
includes multiple ritual practic-

es. Buddhist daily ritual can in-
clude meditation and chanting.
Some sects also hold monthly
atonement ceremonies at the
time of the full moon. One ma-
jor Buddhist holiday is Vesak,
the commemoration of Bud-
dha’s birth life, enlightenment,
and death, which is usually cele-
brated sometime in May around
the full moon.

Rituals are also performed for
the blessing of infants, the or-
dination monks (both men and
women), marriages, and funer-
al. Other practices in Buddhism
include burningincense, leaving
offerings at altars, images, and
statues of Buddha, and the use
of prayer beads.

The foundations of morality
within Buddhism are the five
moral precepts that guide both
the laity and monks. Buddhist's
agree to abstain from taking
life, theft, acting unchastely, ly-
ing, and consuming intoxicants
like drugs. Additionally, some
Buddhists take the prohibition
against taking life so seriously
that they adopt veganism, con-
suming neither
' i meat nor any
kind of animal
byproduct.

Finally,  Bud-
dhism teaches
the concept of
reincarnation.
Upon  death,
life does not
truly end. In-
stead, the spirit
leaves the body
and begins a
new life in a
new body. This
= concept, also
referred to as
rebirth, is inter-
preted differ-
ently in differ-
ent sects of Buddhism.

Overall, while lacking the belief
in a divinity, Buddhism still in-
cludes many features found in
other religions including medi-
tation, ritual observance, moral
precepts,and a beliefin life after
death.

The most recent Ordinary General Assembly of the
Synod of Bishops was held in 2012 (XIll Ordinary
Ceneral Assembly on the New Evangelization for
the Transmission of the Christian Faith)

October 4-25,2015. This Synod will mark the so*"an-
niversary of the Synod of Bishops.

“Jesus Christ reveals the mystery and vocation of the
family” (Vatican News, press conference. .to present
the Instrumentum Laboris for the Il Extraordinary Gen-
eval Assembly of the Synod of Bishops)

What is the purpose of the XIV Ordinary General
Assembly of the Synod of Bishops?

The XIV Ordinary General Assembly of the Synod of
Bishops will continue the work of the Ill Extraordi-
nary General Assembly by “reflect[ing] further on
the points discussed so as to formulate appropriate
pastoral guidelines” for the pastoral care of the per-
son and the family (Instrumentum Laboris, 11l Extraor-
dinary General Assembly of the Synod of Bishops).

Where will the XIV Ordinary General Assembly of
the Synod of Bishops take place?
The Synod will convene in Vatican City.

Which US bishops will attend the XIV Ordinary
General Assembly of the Synod of Bishops?

To date, it has not been announced which bishops
from the United States will attend the Ordinary
General Assembly. The number of bishops who at-
tend Ordinary General Assemblies is larger than the
number who attend Extraordinary General Assem-
blies. The majority of the bishops who attend the
Ordinary General Assembly from the United States
will be elected by the USCCB.

When was the last time a Synod of Bishops dis-
cussed marriage and the family?

The most recent Synod of Bishops on the theme of
the family took place in 1980 (V Ordinary Ceneral
Assembly of the Synod of Bishops). Pope St John
Paul II's 1981 apostolic exhortation Familiaris Consor-
tio,on the role of the Christian family in the modern
world, was written at the request of that Synod's
Fathers.
