The Catholic Church and

Interreligious Relations

Innovations of the Holy Spirit during
the Second Vatican Council began
to lay the foundation for a new era
in the Church's relationship with the
peoples and communities of non-
Christian religions. The movement
was both unexpected and surprising
to many. The Secretariat for Ecumeni-
cal and Interreligious Affairs now
engages with interreligious partners,
including Muslims, Buddhists, Hin-
dus, and Sikhs. Intoday's increasingly
globalized world, as the vast human
society finds itself every day more in-
timately connected across geograph-
ical, cultural, and religious boundar-
ies, one cannot underestimate the
impact of the Church's interreligious
undertaking. The world's estimated
1.5 billion Catholics face the challeng-
es of modernity alongside neighbors
of every creed. It is our hope and our
goal to foster bonds of friendship,
mutual understanding, and con-
structive collaboration among the
world's religions in the genuine ser-
vice of mankind. Among the many
developments that emerged out of
the Second Vatican Council were the
Church's Declaration on the Relation
of the Church to Non- Christian Reli-
gions, Nostra Aetate, and the estab-
lishment of the Pontifical Secretariat
forNon-Christians, now known as the
Pontifical Council for Interreligious
Dialogue. In a spirit of obedience to
the Council, the National Conference
of Catholic Bishops (now the United
States Conference of Catholic Bish-
ops) expanded its ecumenical work to
include dialogue with non-Christian
religions in 1966. The name of the

related bishops’ committee changed
to the Committee on Ecumenical and
Interreligious Affairs (CEIA). The new
name not only reflected the activi-
ties undertaken in conjunction with
the American Jewish community but
also the task of fostering contacts and
relationships with Muslims and other
major religious communities in the
United States.

Over the years ahead, the commit-
tee developed relationships and joint
projects with the American Muslim
Council, the Islamic Society of North
America, the Islamic Circle of North
America, Imam W D Mohammed's
Muslim American Society, the Bud-
dhist Sangha Council of Southern
California, and others. From 1987, the
amountof workin interreligious rela-
tions increased significantly with the
hiring of staff especially oriented for
thatwork. By1999, three regional dia-
logues with Muslims had been estab-
lished, each with a Catholic bishop
co-chairman, and bishops and staff
were participating in several other
projects with Hindus and Buddhists.
Beginning in 2003, the commit-
tee sponsored a series of institutes
for bishops on interreligious rela-
tions, focusing initially on Islam and
Catholic-Muslim relations. Today, the
committee is engaged in ongoing or
ad hoc consultations with national
representatives of the Muslim, Bud-
dhist, Sikh, and Hindu traditions, and
participatesinawidening range of in-
terreligious networks and activities of
religious, social, academic, or cultural
impact.
