Trade Center, a Catholic school in Harlem and offer Mass at Madison Square 
Garden.

SINCE HIS ELECTION, Pope Francis has inspired millions, 

implemented unprecedented transparency into the workings of the 

Vatican, and challenged the world with his message of mercy, solidarity, 

and service. Here’s a look at Jorge Mario Bergoglio, SJ, better known to 

the world as Pope Francis. 

 Pope Francis has established a “Council of Cardinals”  
to provide him with guidance before settling on a well-
discerned path forward—a singularly Jesuit feature. 

 Jesuits are focused on service. As superior of a house  
of seminarians, he took on the laundry duty.

 The Five-Finger Prayer, commonly attributed to Pope Francis, 
is a celebration of simplicity, family, and service. 

 His favorite part of the day is Eucharistic adoration,  
in the evening.

 In his encyclical Laudato Si: On Care for Our Common Home, Pope Francis 
asserts that we are called by the Bible to care for the environment, to “till and  
keep” the earth (Genesis 2:15).

 Most importantly, Pope Francis connects environmentalism with social justice by 
emphasizing how disproportionately the poor are affected by climate change.

 Pope Francis is known as @Pontifex to his Twitter followers.

 Pope Francis has more Twitter followers in Spanish (@Pontifex_es) than in English.

 Pope Francis tweets in nine different languages, including Latin.

 He is the most influential world leader in terms of retweets per tweet—on average  
his posts are retweeted 7,500 times in English and over 10,000 times in Spanish.

 Pope Francis does not have an official Facebook profile…yet.

 Pope Francis built showers for the homeless in St. Peter’s Square.

 Pope Francis has broken with tradition by washing the feet of the elderly,  
disabled, and imprisoned.

 Aware that true power is service, Pope Francis welcomes those whom  
society shuns, even embracing a man covered in tumors.

National Tour of 
the Relics of

On Monday, September 21, 

the Catholic Basilica of the

Safeguarding 
Children and 
Addressing Abuse
The Catholic Church is Battling Abuse

Archbishop Myers has stated categorically 
that the primary responsibilities of the Arch-
diocese are to protect children and young 
people, and to promote the healing of, and 
provide compassion to, victims of abuse.

The Archdiocese of Newark requires all staff 
and volunteers working with children and 
youth to undergo background checks and re-
ceive sexual abuse awareness training.   More 
than 20,000 Clergy, Religious and Lay people 
have received this training and undergone 
criminal background checks.

Nearly 95,000 children annually receive safe 
environment training through our Catholic 
schools and through opportunities offered to 
public school students in our religious educa-
tion programs.

The Archdiocese utilizes the services of a Li-
censed Clinical Social Worker as the first con-
tact for individuals who allege that they were 
abused so that counseling and other support 
services can be offered immediately if appro-
priate – sometimes even before a determina-
tion is made regarding the credibility of an 
allegation.

A full-time Office of Child and Youth Protec-
tion dedicated to protecting children works 
with parishes and schools to ensure that safe 
environments are in place throughout the 
Archdiocese.

At the time of 

registering your child for Baptism, we ask that one 

of your chosen godparents provide a copy of their 

Confirmation certificate or some documentation 

from their church of Baptism or Confirmation in-

dicating the month and year of their Confirmation.
