Every year we remember in a special
way our Baptismal call to mission as
we celebrate World Mission Sunday,
this year on October 18. On this Sun-
day, we will gather at the Eucharist, as
will Catholics throughout the world,
in a spirit of love for Evangelization so
that, through our prayers and concrete
acts of solidarity, the gift of faith may
be shared with all. This year's celebra-
tion s further enriched as we mark the
50" Anniversary of the Second Vatican
Council's Decree on the Missionary Ac-
tivity of the Church (Ad Gentes) which
proclaims, “The pilgrim Church on
earth is missionary by its very nature,'
reminding us thatall of usare called to
be on mission.

In his message for World Mission Sun-
day, Pope Francis writes, "Mission is
part of the ‘grammar’ of faith, some-
thing essential for those who listen to

'Come’and'Go forth. Those who follow
Christ cannot fail to be missionaries...."

Relics of St Thérése of Lisieux & her

All are encouraged to take this opportunity and
receive the Sacrament of Reconciliation as many
diocesan priests will be present to hear the confes-
sions of the faithful.

The veneration of relics of the saints is found in the early
history of the Church. A letter written by the faithful
of the Church in Smyrna in the year 156 provides an ac-
count of the death of St Polycarp, their bishop, who was
burned at the stake. The letter reads, "We took up the
bones, which are more valuable than precious stones and
finer than refined gold, and laid them in a suitable place,
where the Lord will permit usto gather ourselves togeth-
er as we are able, in gladness and joy, and celebrate the
birthday of his martyrdom." Essentially, the relics—the
bones and other remains of St Polycarp—were buried
and the tomb itself was the "reliquary.” Other accounts
attest that the faithful visited the burial places of the
saints and miracles occurred.

The Church strived to keep the use of relics in perspective.
In his Letter to Riparius, St Jerome wrote in defense of
relics: "We do not worship, we do not adore, for fear that
we should bow down to the creature rather than to the
Creator, but we venerate the relics of the martyrs in order
the better to adore Him whose martyrs they are.” In all,
velics remind us of the holiness of a saint and his coopera-
tion in God's work. At the same time, relics inspire us to
ask for the prayers of that saint and to beg the grace of
God to live the same kind of faith-filled live.

Childrenand
Addressing Abuse

The Archdiocese Has Long Recognized
the Pain of Child Sexual Abuse

Since his arrival in 2001 and his participationin
the drafting of the Charter for the Protection
of Children and Young People, Archbishop My-
ers has on many occasions either individually
or with bishops in the United States, with the
Holy Father, and with clergy throughout the
world, acknowledged publicly the pain that
sexual offendersinside the Church have inflict-
ed on the innocent. At Chrism Masses before
the entire presbyterate and parish representa-
tives of the Archdiocese, in media interviews,
in statements issued by the United States Con-
ference of Catholic Bishops, and in essays and
columns, Archbishop Myers has stated that
“a Church which spends the largest portion of
its resources and the largest portion of its per-
sonnel in serving children, can never, and will
never, condone anything which harms those
children..We also extend our apology and our
assurance of support and help to those who
have been harmed and who are seeking heal-
ingand support.”

Beyond words, however, are actions. Assis-
tance to victims, training and background
checks of staff and volunteers, reporting ac-
cusations to civil authorities, removing clergy
with substantiated accusations — these are
clear indications that the Archbishop and the
Archdiocese abhor child abuse.

What's more, 20 years ago, the Archdiocese
was one of the first dioceses in the country to
establish a formal Review Board of experts
with legal, law enforcement, clinical and inves-
tigative background to examine allegations of
abuse and recommend to the Archbishop ac-
tion under Church law.
