Some of you may have heard (or seen) Spotlight, the
movie which depicts the efforts of the Boston Globe
investigationteamto bringintothe publiceye the clergy
sexual abuse problems in the Boston Archdiocese back
in 2001-2002. The Archdiocese of Newark has clarified
that this movie describes past events. Here is what the

situation is today.

In line with Archbishop Myers’ per-
sonal directive and a Memorandum
of Understanding with County Pros-
ecutors, the Archdiocese reports all
allegations of sexual abuse of mi-
nors to the local County Prosecutor,
and cooperates with law enforce-
ment investigations.

Those accused of abuse are tem-
porarily removed from ministry or

assignment while investigations
are ongoing. If the allegation is
substantiated, the removal is per-
manent.

Since his arrival in 2001, Archbishop
Myers has removed permanently
from ministry 19 priests against
whom allegations were substanti-
ated and who faced penalties under
Church law. Only two Archdioc-

esan priests have been convicted or
pleaded guilty to criminal charges
involving minors during this same
time, and both have resigned or
