Baptism Information

Baptisms take place on the 1st Sunday of every 

Month: 2 Baptisms per Mass at  10 AM & 12 Noon 

(English). Because they will be promising to help 

raise your child in the practice of the Faith, the church 

requires that at least one of your child's godparents 

be a 'fully initiated Roman Catholic;’ i.e., one who 

has been Baptized and received the sacraments of 

Holy Communion and Confirmation.  At the time of 

registering your child for Baptism, we ask that one of 

your chosen godparents provide a copy of their Con-

firmation certificate or some documentation from 

their church of Baptism or Confirmation indicating 

the month and year of their Confirmation.  GOD-

PARENTS & PARENTS are also required to attend a 

“baptism instruction” session on Saturday (the day 

before the Baptism) @ 4:00 PM in CHURCH (English 

& Spanish). A donation to the church for Baptism 

is always appreciated: please place your offering 

in an envelope marked ‘BAPTISM’ with your child's 

name and drop it in the Sunday collection basket.

OUR CHURCH

The Vocation of the Business Leader
A summary of the document published by the Pontifical Council for Justice and Peace in 2012

When businesses and market economies function 

properly and focus on serving the common good, 

they contribute greatly to the material and even 

the spiritual well-being of society. Recent experi-

ence, however, has also demonstrated the harm 

caused by the failings of businesses and markets. 

The transformative developments of our era—

globalisation, communications technologies, and 

financialisation — produce problems alongside 

their benefits: inequality, economic dislocation, in-

formation overload, financial instability and many 

other pressures leading away from serving the 

common good. Business leaders who are guided 

by ethical social principles, lived through virtues 

and illuminated for Christians by the Gospel, can, 

nonetheless, succeed and contribute to the com-

mon good. Obstacles to serving the common good 

come in many forms —lack of rule of law, corrup-

tion, tendencies towards greed, poor stewardship of 

resources—but the most significant for a business 

leader on a personal level is leading a “divided” life. 

This split between faith and daily business practice 

can lead to imbalances and misplaced devotion 

to worldly success. The alternative path of faith-

based servant leadership provides business leaders 

with a larger perspective and helps to balance the 

demands of the business world with those of ethi-

cal social principles, illumined for Christians by the 

Gospel. This is explored through three stages: see-

ing, judging, and acting, even though it is clear that 

these three aspects are deeply interconnected.

SEEING 
the challenges and op-

portunities in the world of 

business is complicated by factors both good and 

evil, including four major signs of the times impact-

ing business. Globalisation has brought efficiency 

and extraordinary new opportunities to businesses, 

but the downsides include greater inequality, eco-

nomic dislocation, cultural homogeneity, and the 

inability of governments to properly regulate capi-

tal flows. Communications Technology has enabled 

connectivity, new solutions and products, and lower 

costs, but the new velocity also brings information 

overload and rushed decision-making. Financiali-

sation of business worldwide has intensified ten-

dencies to commoditise the goals of work and to 

emphasize wealth maximisation and short-term 

gains at the expense of working for the common 

good. The broader Cultural Changes of our era have 

led to increased individualism, more family break-

downs, and utilitarian preoccupations with self and 

what is good for me. As a result we might have more 

private goods but are lacking significantly in com-

mon goods. Business leaders increasingly focus on 

maximising wealth, employees
 

develop attitudes 

of entitlement, and consumers demand instant 

gratification at the lowest possible price. As values 

have become relative and rights more important 

than duties, the goal of serving the common good 

is often lost.

JUDGING  — Good business 

decisions are those 

rooted in principles at the foundational level, 

such as respect for human dignity and service to 

the common good, and a vision of a business as a 

community of persons. Principles on the practical 

level keep the business leader focused on: produc-

ing goods and services that meet genuine human 

needs while taking responsibility for the social and 

environmental costs of production, of the supply 

chain and distribution chain (serving the common 

good, and watching for opportunities to serve the 

poor); organising productive and meaningful work 

recognising the human dignity of employees and 

their right and duty to flourish in their work, (work 

is for man rather than man for work) and structuring 

workplaces with subsidiarity that designs, equips 

and trusts employees to do their best work; and 

using resources wisely to create both profit and 

well-being, to produce sustainable wealth and to 

distribute it justly (a just wage for employees, just 

prices for customers and suppliers, just taxes for the 

community, and just returns for owners).

ACTING
: Business leaders can put 

aspiration into practice 

when they pursue their vocation, motivated by 

much more than financial success. When they in-

tegrate the gifts of the spiritual life, the virtues and 

ethical social principles into their life and work, they 

may overcome the divided life, and receive the grace 

to foster the integral development of all business 

stakeholders. The Church calls upon the business 

leader to receive—humbly acknowledging what 

God has done for him or her —and to give—enter-

ing into communion with others to make the world 

a better place. Practical wisdom informs his or her 

approach to business and strengthens the business 

leader to respond to the world's challenges not with 

fear or cynicism, but with the virtues of faith, hope, 

and love. This document aims to encourage and in-

spire leaders and other stakeholders in businesses 

to see the challenges and opportunities in their 

work; to judge them according to ethical social prin-

ciples, illumined for Christians by the Gospel; and to 

act as leaders who serve God.

OUR LENT

THIS SUNDAY'S GOSPEL

The fruitless Fig Tree
Through a contemporary style that pays homage to 

orthodox icons, Alexey Pismenny depicts the Para-

ble of the Fruitless Fig Tree in a composition of three 

related scenes. Each of these scenes is a moment in 

Luke's Gospel, chapter 13. The narrative begins with 

the top left scene of Pilate overseeing an execution. 

It then moves across to the right, to the scene of the 

collapsing tower at Siloam about to crush its vic-

tims. True to the fashion of traditional icons, both of 

these scenes are symbolic, rather than literal—they 

offer us just enough detail to recall the story told 

more fully in Luke.

In the foreground of the painting, we encounter 

Christ the Teacher, flanked by the fig tree and the 

man threatening to cut it down. Christ steps in to 

intercept and to offer a lesson, as he stands in the 

traditional teaching pose with one hand raised in 

instruction. There is a profound lesson in the juxta-

position here of teaching and violence, reinforced 

by the perfect alignment of Christ's teaching hand 

and the lowered axe head. Instead of strong-arm-

ing the figure with the axe, Jesus leads him to see 

another way through the wisdom of his words.

The depiction of the fig tree offers us an image of 

hope. It is no longer the barren fig tree that stands 

accused. Rather it has already been tended to by 

Christ—the spade and bucket rest by the trunk of 

the tree already having been used to bring the tree 

back to life. Signs of life spring forth as leaves sprout 

from the gnarled branches. This tree is going to live 

and bear fruit, because Christ has given it life.

The composition of these three scenes calls us to 

conversion, just like the parable told to those hear-

ing the words of Jesus. The two background scenes 

remind us of the finitude of life, the sin, and the 

suffering we experience when alienated from God. 

Apart from God we wither in a fruitless existence 

that leads to eternal isolation. Jesus offers himself 

to keep us from this fate and calls us to life and com-

munion in hope.
