Quotes from the General Instruction of the Roman Missal 
May 22, 2011 - Part 2 of 7 

 
On November 27, 2011, the English speaking Church in the USA will begin using a new translation of the 
prayers used at Mass (The Roman Missal). A series of quotes explaining the parts of the Mass from the Gen-
eral Instruction of the Roman Missal (GIRM) will be posted here. These explanations are meant to help the 
reader participate more fully in the Sunday Mass. Please check here weekly. 
 

The General Structure of the Mass 
At Mass—that is, the Lord’s Supper—the People of God is called together, with a priest presiding and acting 
in the person of Christ, to celebrate the memorial of the Lord, the Eucharistic Sacrifice. For this reason 
Christ’s promise applies in an outstanding way to such a local gathering of the holy Church: “Where two or 
three are gathered in my name, there am I in their midst” (Mt 18:20). For in the celebration of Mass, in which 
the Sacrifice of the Cross is perpetuated, Christ is really present in the very liturgical assembly gathered in his 
name, in the person of the minister, in his word, and indeed substantially and continuously under the eucharis-
tic species.  
 
The Mass is made up, as it were, of two parts: the Liturgy of the Word and the Liturgy of the Eucharist. These, 
however, are so closely interconnected that they form but one single act of worship. For in the Mass the table 
both of God’s word and of Christ’s Body is prepared, from which the faithful may be instructed and refreshed. 
There are also certain rites that open and conclude the celebration. (GIRM, 27-28)
