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Quotes from the General Instruction of the Roman Missal 
June 12, 2011 - Part 5 of 7 

 
On November 27, 2011, the English speaking Church in the USA will begin using a new translation of the prayers used 
at Mass (The Roman Missal). A series of quotes explaining the parts of the Mass from the General Instruction of the Ro-
man Missal (GIRM) will be posted here. These explanations are meant to help the reader participate more fully in the 
Sunday Mass. Please check here weekly. 
 

The Liturgy of the Eucharist 
Christ took the bread and the chalice and gave thanks; he broke the bread and gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat, 
and drink: this is my Body; this is the cup of my Blood. Do this in memory of me.” Accordingly, the Church has ar-
ranged the entire celebration of the Liturgy of the Eucharist in parts corresponding to precisely these words and actions 
of Christ: 
 

1. At the Preparation of the Gifts, the bread and the wine with water are brought to the 
altar, the same elements that Christ took into his hands. 
2. In the Eucharistic Prayer, thanks is given to God for the whole work of salvation, and 
the offerings become the Body and Blood of Christ. 
3. Through the fraction and through Communion, the faithful, though they are many, 
receive from the one bread the Lord’s Body and from the one chalice the Lord’s Blood 
in the same way the Apostles received them from Christ’s own hands. (GIRM, 72)

               La Ascensión del Señor 

Esta solemnidad ha sido trasladada al domingo 7º de 
Pascua desde su día originario, el jueves de la 6º se-
mana de Pascua, cuando se cumplen los cuarenta días 
después de la resurrección, conforme al relato de san 
Lucas en su Evangelio y en los Hechos de los Apóstoles; 
pero sigue conservando el simbolismo de la cuarentena: 
como el Pueblo de Dios anduvo cuarenta días en su 
Éxodo del desierto hasta llegar a la tierra prometida, así 
Jesús cumple su Exodo pascual en cuarenta días de 
apariciones y enseñanzas hasta ir al Padre. La Ascen-
sión es un momento más del único misterio pascual de la 
muerte y resurrección de Jesucristo, y expresa sobre 
todo la dimensión de exaltación y glorificación de la natu-
raleza humana de Jesús como contrapunto a la humil-
lación padecida en la pasión, muerte y sepultura. 
La lectura apostólica que propone la Iglesia interpreta 
perfectamente el acontecimiento de la Ascensión del 
Señor, adentrándonos en el misterio del ingreso del re-
sucitado en el santuario celeste. Ahora podemos decir 
con el canto del Santo que los cielos y la tierra están lle-
nos de la gloria de Dios (En Isaías 6,3 sólo se nombraba 
a la tierra). Ahora, con la ascensión de la humanidad del 
Hijo de Dios, conmemorada en el misterio litúrgico, sobre 
la que reposa la gloria del Padre, adorada por los ánge-
les, también nosotros somos unidos por la gracia a esta 
alabanza eterna, en el cielo y en la tierra. Estamos en el 
penúltimo momento del misterio pascual, antes de la 
donación del Espíritu Santo al cumplirse los días de la 
cincuentena, el Pentecostés.
