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                            Mandamientos para vivir la Cuaresma 
 
1. Romperás de una vez por todas con lo que tú bien sabes que Dios no quiere, aunque te agrade mucho, aunque te 
cueste “horores” dejarlo.   
 
2. Compartirás tu pan con el hambriento, tus ropas con el desnudo, tus palabras con el que vive en soledad, tu tiempo y 
consuelo con el que sufre en el cuerpo o en el alma, tu sonrisa con el triste, tu caridad con TODOS.  
 
3. Dedicarás un buen tiempo todos los días para estar a solas con Dios, hablar con Él de corazón a Corazón. Será un 
tiempo de agradecer, de pedir perdón, de alabarle y adorarle, de suplicar por la salvación de TODOS. 
   
4. Confiarás en Dios a pesar de tus pecados y miserias. No permitas que ni dolor, ni pesar alguno, ni las injusticias y tra-
iciones sufridas te hagan dudar ni por un momento del amor infinito que Dios te tiene.
