
 

 

In the 50 years since Vatican II, popes such as John Paul II and Bene-

dict XVI have continued to unfold and clarify the teachings of the 

council. Pope Benedict XVI has been particularly concerned that 

Vatican II be seen in terms of its continuity with previous councils 

and teachings of the Church.  

Since the council, all significant Church documents have been writ-

ten in a pastoral style with extensive references to Scripture and sen-

sitivity toward other religions. It cannot be denied that both the con-

tent and the style of Vatican II have forever changed the Church’s 

understanding of itself, its relationship to God, and to the world.  
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 Teachings of Vatican II  

The Second Vatican Council opened on October 11, 1962. 2,000+ bish-

ops from around the world attended its 4 sessions. By the time the 

council closed on December 8, 1965, it had produced 4 Constitutions, 3 

Declarations and 9 Decrees. These documents were all promulgated by 

Pope Paul VI who succeeded John XXIII after his death during the 

council.  

Although it is difficult to sum up the many teachings of the council, 

there are certain themes that permeate its documents. The council 

used new terms for the Church itself, calling it a “Sacrament” and the 

“Mystical Body of Christ.” The documents defined the Church as the 

whole People of God and made it clear that all the baptized, not just 

the ordained and religious, are called to holiness. This expanded the 

call of ministry beyond the clergy and religious to be the mission of all 

the baptized.  

The liturgy constitution called for a deeper, more active, participation 

by the people in the Church’s liturgies. This reflected the council’s call 

to the laity’s larger participatory role in the entire life of the Church.  

Vatican II’s documents made clear that freedom of religion is neces-

sary for each person as a means of finding his or her way to God. A 

universal regard for personal freedom of conscience and human dig-

nity were held in high regard by the council.  

The council greatly accentuated the role of Scripture in the Church’s 

liturgical, theological and spiritual life. It made clear that God wills the 

salvation of all people, expressing respect for all religions and seeking 

dialogue with members of other faiths and non-believers. Vatican II 

recognized the importance of cooperation between religion and the 

secular sciences, and it optimistically called for humanity to share 

common goals related to peace and justice.
