Documents which provide guidance when a person is no 
longer able to make health care decisions are called 
“advance directives.” It is recommended that those 
completing an advance directive also appoint a health 
care representative who is someone who is trusted and 
authorized to evaluate what the patient would want 
and to make those health care decisions. The Cate-
chism of the Catholic Church provides clear guidance 
on end of life issues. The New Jersey Catholic Confer-
ence (NJCC) of Bishops has an Advance Directives for 
Health Care form which reflects the Catholic perspec-
tive. Copies are available by contacting the Respect 

Life Office at 732-388-8211. A copy can also be 
downloaded from the diocesan website at http://
www.diometuchen.org/deptsministries/respect-for-
life/catholic-advance-directives-living-wills/ or the 
NJCC website: www.njcathconf.com.
