Safeguarding Children and Addressing Abuse

Nearly 95,000 children annually receive safe environ-
ment training through our Catholic schools and
through opportunities offered to public school stu-
dents in our religious education programs.

The Archdiocese utilizes the services of a Licensed
Clinical Social Worker as the first contact for individu-
als who allege that they were abused so that counsel-
ing and other support services can be offered immedi-
ately if appropriate - sometimes even before a deter-
mination is made regarding the credibility of an alle-
gation.

A full-time Office of Child and Youth Protection dedi-
cated to protecting children works with parishes and
schools to ensure that safe environments are in place
throughout the Archdiocese.
