“I sought marriage 

and family life, and yet the Lord, through these 

amazing priests, was inviting me to service, cel-

ibacy and solitude, for the sake of the Eternal 

Kingdom.” Fr. de la Rama served his diaconate at 

Saint Theresa in Kenilworth and celebrated his 

first Mass in his home parish,Our Lady of Mercy 

in Jersey City.
