Baptism Information

Baptisms take place on the 1% Sunday of every
Month: 2 Baptisms per Mass at 10 AM & 12 Noon
(English). Because they will be promising to help
raise your child in the practice of the Faith, the church
requires that at least one of your child's godparents
be a 'fully initiated Roman Catholic;" i.e., one who
has been Baptized and received the sacraments of
Holy Communion and Confirmation. At the time of
registering your child for Baptism, we ask that one of
your chosen godparents provide a copy of their Con-
firmation certificate or some documentation from
their church of Baptism or Confirmation indicating
the month and year of their Confirmation. COD-
PARENTS & PARENTS are also required to attend a
“baptism instruction” session on Saturday (the day
before the Baptism) @ 4:00 PM in CHURCH (English

The Parable of the Prodigal Son

The parable Jesus tells in today's Gospel is unique
to the Gospel of Luke. Jesus has been teaching the
crowds as he journeys to Jerusalem. As he teaches,
the Pharisees and scribes complain and challenge
Jesus because he is welcoming sinners at his table.
Today we hear the third of three parables thatJesus
tells in response to his critics. These three familiar
parables—the lost sheep, the lost coin, and today's
parable of the prodigal son—invite us to consider
the depth of God's mercy and love.

The Pharisees taught a scrupulous observance of
Jewish Law. In their interpretation and practice, ob-
servant Jews who shared table fellowship with sin-
ners would be made unclean. Like Jesus, the Phari-
sees hoped to lead sinners back to God. Read the full

The Archdiocese takes very seriously the needs of
victims who approach the Church seeking healing
fromabuse. Inaddition to offering counseling and
other support services, in appropriate cases, the
Archdiocese provides reasonable compensation
to those victims seeking a financial settlement of

their civil claim, even after the statute of limitations
has lapsed. Settlements are not confidential unless
requested by the victim, and may include funding
for continued psychological counseling.

The Archdiocese's general liability insurance cover-
age is the sole source of funds used to pay abuse
settlements. Although the Archdiocese, parishes
and schools pay premiums to purchase insurance,
no parish or school assets, Archdiocesan assets or
Annual Appeal or other fundraising collections are
used to pay civil claims related to abuse cases.

March 6 - St. Colette (1447). St.
Colette was born in Corbie, France. She
was orphaned at seventeen and gave
her inheritance to the poor. She later
became a Franciscan Tertiary and lived
in solitude. St. Colette was told in a
dream to reform the Poor Clares.
Despite opposition, she founded
seventeen convents under the reformed
rule.

March 19 - St. Joseph (1st century).
Jesus’ earthly father and husband to the
Blessed Mother, St. Joseph is a model of
fatherhood and a protector of families.
We know little about him, but the Bible

tells us he was a “righteous man”
(Matthew 1:19). He is the patron
saint of a happy death, because he
died in the arms of Jesus and Mary.

Because Adam and Eve sinned, we
needed a Savior to pay the price and
save us from sin and death. “For God so
loved the world
that he gave his
only Son, so that
everyone who
¥ believes in him
might not perish
but might have
eternal life”
(John 3:16).
While it was not
easy for God to send his Son to die, he
did it because he loves us and wants us
to be with him in Heaven.

However, this does not mean God
the Son was forced to die for us. Jesus
said, “No one takes [my life] from me,
but I lay it down on my own” (John
10:18). Jesus’ sacrifice was freely
offered to the Father on our behalf.
“Indeed, out of love for his Father and
for men, whom the Father wants to
save, Jesus freely accepted his Passion
and death” (Catechism of the Catholic
Church, No. 609). The love of the
Father and the Son for us was proved
to the end on the Cross.
