SAFEGUARDING CHILDREN AND ADDRESSING ABUSE:

The Archdiocese Responds to all Allegations
Quickly and Appropriately

In line with Archbishop Myers’ personal directive
and a Memorandum of Understanding with County
Prosecutors, the Archdiocese reports all allegations of
sexual abuse of minors to the local County Prosecutor,

and cooperates with law enforcement investigations.

Those accused of abuse are temporarily removed
from ministry or assignment while investigations are
ongoing. If the allegation is substantiated, the removal

is permanent.

Since his arrival in 2001, Archbishop Myers has removed
permanently from ministry 19 priests against whom
allegations were substantiated and who faced penalties
under Church law. Only two Archdiocesan priests have
been convicted or pleaded guilty to criminal charges
involving minors during this same time, and both have
resigned or been dismissed from the priesthood. No
Archdiocesan priest has been charged with a crime

involving minors since 2004.

The Most Holy Body and
Blood of Christ

In his own words, St Paul com-
manded the Corinthians to Proclaim
the Lord's death until He comes. (1 COR
11:26) These words were nota fabri-
cation of St Paul's mind. They were
rephrased words that Jesus com-
manded to His followers during the
Last Supperwhen He said, Do thisin
remembrance of me. (LK 22:19)

Today, we are celebrating the Feast
of the Body and Blood of Christ.
This special Feastis celebrated inre-
membrance of Jesus who gave His
life for our salvation. It is a Feast in
remembrance of Jesus’ command
to us to celebrate the Sacrament of
the Holy Eucharist.

During His ministry on earth, Je-
sus said, | am the living bread that
came down from Heaven. Whoever
eats of this bread will live forever; and
the bread that | will give for the life of
the world is my flesh. ON. 6:51) While
these words were not understood
at the time when Jesus preached
them to the multitude, they were
spoken in preparation for the sacri-
fice of His Body and Blood that He
was about to offer for the sins of the
world.

When the night of the Last Supper
arrived, Jesus taught His followers
the manner in which the Sacra-
ment of the Holy Eucharist should
be celebrated. Over and above this,
Jesus revealed that He would be
physically presentin the Sacrament
of the Holy Eucharist. Eucharist is
the Sacrament and sacrifice of the
New Law in which Christ the Lord
is Himself present, offered, and re-
ceived under the species of bread
and wine. The name is from the ac-
countofthe last Supper.

FESTIVAL 2016

The Catholic Church teaches thatin
the Eucharist, the Body and Blood
of the Cod-man are really, truly,
substantially, and abidingly pres-
ent together with His Soul and Di-
vinity for the nourishment of souls,
by reason of the Transubstantiation
of the bread and wine into the Body
and Blood of Christ, which takes
place in the unbloody sacrifice of
the New Testament, ie, the Mass.

Transubstantiation is the word
that was officially approved by the
Council of Trent as aptly expressing
the marvellous and singularchang-
ing of the entire substance of bread
into the entire substance of Body of
Christ, and of the entire substance
of the wine into His Blood.

This Real Presence of Jesus in the
Holy Eucharist is proved from the
literal interpretation of the prom-
ise of Christ to give his Body and
Blood, as found in St John's Gospel,
Chapter 6, and from the four inde-
pendent account of the fulfilment
of the promise at the last Supper
(MT 26; MK14; LK 22;1 COR11). From
the same accounts it follows that
Christ is present by Transubstantia-
tion, namely the entire substance
of bread and wine is changed into
the Body and Blood of Christ, the
accidents only of bread and wine
remaining. With the single excep-
tion of Berengarius of Tours (in
1088 AD), none denied this doc-
trine until the 16™ century, when
the reformers put forth various er-
rors of a mere figurative or virtual
presence, as also of the manner of
Christ's presence. They were all con-
demned in the Council of Trent.

The accidents of bread and wine
are therefore without their proper

substance, yet are real and not
mere subjective impressions. The
mode of Christ's presence is spirit-
like, somewhat as the soul in the
body. Jesus is whole and entire in
the whole Host and whole and en-
tirein every partthereof. Atoneand
the same time He exists in heaven
and in many different places on
earth.

From the Real Presence it follows
that Heis to be adored. It is evident
that the Eucharist is a Sacrament,
for it is a visible sign of invisible
grace instituted by Christ. Its prin-
cipal effect is the union of the soul
with Christ by love, and spiritual
nourishment by increasing sanc-
tifying grace. It produces also a
certain spiritual delight, blots out
venial sin,and preserves from mor-
tal sin by exciting to charity, and as
Christ explicitly promised is the
pledge of a glorious resurrection
and eternal happiness.

My brothers and sisters in Christ,
this week, let us reflect on our ac-
tions. Are we all showing the ut-
most reverence to the Body and
Blood of Christ? If some of us have
fallen short of doing so, may this
week be a time to repent of the
sinful way through the grace of
Cod. And may it be a time to once
more obtain the righteousness of
Cod through the Body and Blood
of Christ so we may proclaim His
death until He comesOverall, as
Christians, we should attempt to
model all our relationships and
interactions after the Holy Trin-
ity. Since the Father, Son, and Holy
Spirit live togetherin acommunity
of love, we should attempt to do
the same.
